RUN - Evacuate or flee if possible and safe. Have an esca  pe plan. Consider all exits FIRE - Activate nearest fire alarm if not already activ  ated & call 911.

HIDE - If flight is impossible, SHELTER IN PLACE — Get out of sight. valuables (keys, wallets, purses, etc.) with you.

Block entry or lock doors. Put something solid betw een yourself and the shooter. DO NOT use elevators. DO NOT re-enter the building until authorized.

Be prepared to wait; elapsed time is a good sign. If it is safe, assist others moving from the area. If unable, notify emergency

MEDICAL EMERGENCY BOMB THREAT or SUSPICIOUS OBJECT
Contact 911. DO NOT touch or move any suspicious device.
Render first aid if trained. DO NOT turn switches on or off — leave them as they were.

Stay with the injured / ill person until help arriv. es. Evacuate the area—take your belongings with you.

Try to gather as much information about the emergen  cy to pass along to DO NOT use cell phone or radios in area of device.
