Banner Index Codes
Effective immediately you may begin using Banner Index codes to reference your Banner accounts. The Index code is a shortcut for the Banner Fund code, Org code, and “default” Program code. (FO-P’s) Note: Index codes are what you are now using with the new PVS Net p-card reallocation system.
Here is how it works:

Instead of writing your full Fund - Org – Account(object) - Program (FOAP) code numbers on any of your accounting forms (Contracts, Purchase Orders, Journal Entries, ISSV’s, Petty Cash, Travel TA/TE, Voucher Requests, etc.) you may now use Index – Account(object) code.

Expense examples:

     FOAP way:  112233 - 50046 - 5535 - 1200    Professional Dev fund example

     Index way:           112233      - 5535

     FOAP way:   1001 - 50840 - 5535 - 1600    Operating budget example
     Index way:          210544    - 5535
Finding your Index code (it’s easy!)
If you have an account that has a new 6-digit fund number, your index code is the *same* as your fund number. If you have a research project, your index code is the same as the 6-digit ORS research project (the old FRS) number beginning with a 4. If your account has a common fund (1001, 2710, 3002, 3003, etc.) that is used with a unique Org code, then your index code is the same as your old FRS number.

Special note regarding Deposits:
For deposits, you may use your Index code in exactly the same way as expenses, with exception that you must use a revenue account code (4xxx). The program code (P) will remain the same as the default listed on the index (no need for revenue program codes).
